“Egoless. Self-effacing. Sweet. Gentle. Sense of humor. Remembered people (both faces and names) even if they weren’t 'important.’ Radar mind for overall picture, plus minute details. Sixth-sense diplomatic abilities, especially when dealing with difficult personalities or competing interests or duplicating proposals. Broad knowledge of and laser instincts for the pulse of the community. Stellar guidance on a broad range of issues, both present and future. 
It would never have occurred to him to have taken credit for the enormous impact he had on so many people and organizations. Bob Crow set the tone for grace for any foundation official, any place, any time.” 

This award is intended to honor the student who most accurately reflects the leadership and community service qualities demonstrated by Bob Crow.  The recipient will receive a $250.00 award, a framed certificate, and their name on an institutional plaque; award winners will be recognized at the annual School of Public Health Awards Banquet on April 24, 2009.
