SUMMARY OF CLINICAL ACTIVITIES


I attend a total of 8  weeks per year in-patient hematology-oncology, and run 3 half day clinics per week, two for active and follow up patients, and one clinic for patients with neuroblastoma who come for consultation or to enter UCSF clinical research protocols.  I also have supervised the entire clinical activity in oncology, organizing new nursing support with both in and outpatient PNP assistance and instituting a research nurse who organizes and helps recruitment for clinical early phase studies in neuroblastoma and brain tumors.  A clinical database has been established with a computerized record, chemotherapy order writing, and clinical research records. The hematology oncology service has been completely re-organized, with a more efficient combined hematology-oncology in-patient service, and a new separated outpatient-and consult service, which has improved the timeliness of consultation both for in-patient and out-patient urgent problems.  The new system has also enhanced teaching of medical students and residents, with an increased numbers taking electives in hematology-oncology.  The hematology service has merged from SFGH to UCSF, also improving efficiency.  After recruitment of a new faculty member, we have established a multidisciplinary sarcoma clinic and a new childhood cancer survivor clinic.  In the past year, I have recruited an outstanding new director for the hematology service and revitalized the research, clinical and teaching program in this area as well as arranging for new space, new nurse practitioner, and a clinical research coordinator.  This year I have recruited successfully a promising young clinical investigator, who will be mentored to further develop clinical research in sarcomas and developmental therapeutics, working closely with the Cancer Center, and now has been awarded a K12 under my mentorship.  We have revitalized and organized the fellowship with both a clinical translational research and laboratory research track, and collaborated with Kevin Shannon to win a T32 training grant

TEACHING NARRATIVE

My teaching activities, as I continue my recent role of division head for pediatric hematology-oncology.  In this role, I now have responsibility for mentorship to fellows and young faculty. I continue all my usual teaching, including informal clinical teaching, medical school and other divisional courses, and extensive lecturing at UCSF and at meetings and  CME courses, as well as publishing multiple review articles and chapters.   The two teaching activities I value the most are the teaching of clinical oncology to residents and fellows during interactions and rounds with patients, and the clinical research mentorship with students, residents, fellows, and young faculty.  Each summer and year, I mentor 1-3 students or residents/fellows in a clinical research project, which is then submitted for publication.

Current teaching activities include:
1.  Running the oncology outpatient and in-patient conference and supervising the medical students, residents and fellows in clinic and on the ward.
2.  Attending on the clinical oncology service 2-3 months per year, including 2 hours of formal lecture teaching per week plus teaching ward rounds

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CURRENT RESEARCH ACTIVITIES

My overall research goal is to develop new and more effective approaches to the treatment of childhood cancer.  I have pursued this goal in clinical and translational trials.  I am the principal investigator in national cooperative studies of the Children’s Oncology Group, but my particular focus is in Phase I and II trials with an emphasis on development of novel therapies for neuroblastoma, the most common childhood extra-cranial malignancy.

Since 1992, I have assumed the role of Chief of Pediatric Oncology at UCSF and focused on clinical research using cell-specific treatments, particularly in the area of treatment of neuroblastoma.  I was chairperson of the Neuroblastoma Strategy Group in the Children’s Cancer Group for ten years, a national organization of University and affiliate medical centers dedicated to the study and therapy of childhood cancer. I now continue involvement in the new national organization for cooperative pediatric clinical cancer trials, the Children’s Oncology Group, as a senior member of the Neuroblastoma Steering committee and the Scientific Council (prioritizes and approves new clinical trial development).  However, in order to focus more effectively on novel treatments for advanced neuroblastoma, I am the head of a consortium of 15 university pediatric Phase I treatment centers for testing tumor specific therapies for neuroblastoma, the NANT (New Approaches to Neuroblastoma Therapy).  This consortium was funded by the NCI in 2000 and recently renewed in 2006, as one Project (Matthay, PI) of a Program Project Grant, PO1 81403.  The goal of the consortium is to rapidly test promising new therapies in clinical trials, which are specific for neuroblastoma in pre-clinical studies, particularly emphasizing agents targeted to the tumor or with immunologic, anti-angiogenic, or differentiating effects.  The other projects in the PPG are focused on development and mechanisms of such agents.   My role is to supervise development of promising neuroblastoma specific agents in our in vitro testing facility and then oversee protocol development and conduct of the clinical trials.  Recent efforts have focused on development of a translational neuroblastoma group at UCSF, looking at interactions of the MYCN genetic pathways with radiation and biologic modifiers, funded by a grant from the Thrasher Foundation and UCSF Cancer Center, and more recently, a grant from the CTSI SOS and now a substantial 3-year grant from the V-Foundation.  

My own particular focus at UCSF has been 131I-MIBG for treatment of children with advanced neuroblastoma.  MIBG (metaiodobenzylguanidine) is a norepinephrine analog that is specifically bound and internalized via the norepinephrine transporter on neuroblastoma.  We have demonstrated a specific cytotoxic effect on the tumor cells with this targeted radiotherapy.   In collaboration with the PCRC and nuclear medicine, we have already treated more than 200 patients on a succession of protocols. Our Phase I dose escalation study defined the maximum tolerated dose without stem cell rescue (12 mCi/kg) and with stem cell rescue (18 mCi/kg).  In addition, we demonstrated an excellent response rate of 37% in highly refractory patients (Matthay et al, 1998). This work has been funded by the Orphan Drug Grant from the FDA, private foundations, the UCSF PCRC grant, an R21 NCI grant.  We have now completed and published a large Phase II study with an excellent response rate at the maximum tolerated dose with stem cell support.  We have also developed some new more accurate approaches to tumor dosimetry and to quantitative evaluation of response by MIBG scan and PET scan.  I am the principal investigator in three Phase I NANT studies, one combining 131I-MIBG therapy with high dose chemotherapy and peripheral blood stem cell transplant, N-9901just completed and published, and a second which uses a double infusion of MIBG followed by stem cell support (N2000-01), in order to achieve higher levels of radioactivity in the tumor.  The latter study received additional funding from the NCI as an R21 Quick Trials grant and the results have been published.    I am also chairing an active NANT study (N0701) for a new high specific activity form of MIBG, Azedra.  I have mentored Dr. Chesler in our division in the development and chairing of the now nearly completed protocol combining MIBG with a radiosensitizing chemotherapy, irinotecan (NANT-04-06), and I am the co-chair of a NANT Phase II study of MIBG with myeloablative therapy based on our Phase I, as well as a COG pilot study.  I am now mentoring Stephen Dubois, MD, a recently recruited new faculty member, in developmental therapeutics and we have developed a new study combining a histone deacetylase inhibitor, vorinostat, with 131I-MIBG. The pre-clinical work was in collaboration with Dr. Haas-Kogan and Sabine Mueller at UCSF.

I was closely involved in planning and analyzing the experiments with the ultimate aim of developing molecular inhibitors for a clinical trial and assisted in writing the manuscript. This work has led to a new grant from the V-Foundation for which I am the PI.

I helped the fellow, Denah Taggart, design the study and reviewed and scored the scans with her and a nuclear medicine physician, and helped her with the analysis of the data and the writing of the manuscript.  This work is contributing to the international consensus on disease assessment in neuroblastoma.
